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Survivors Charter School

The population at Survivors Charter School should be ungraded because their student body is distinctive in that there are no ninth or tenth graders, the grade levels where FCAT is administered. However, this unique population cannot be classified as eleventh and twelfth graders because many have not completed the Student Progression requirements for these grades. Many of Survivors' students dropped out of middle school and others left school in the ninth and tenth grade. Students are administratively classified as tenth graders when entered in tennis to permit them to sit the FCAT. Students are then withdrawn to permit them to sit the OED. The combination of passing the FCAT and OED according the District's Student Progression Plan allows the student to earn a regular high school diploma.

Delray Youth Vocational Charter School

The 25 adjudicated students at Delray Youth Vocational Charter School should be graded on the same scale as Department Juvenile Justice schools. Students at this school spend one year working on vocational skills in the area of automotive repairs with the objective

of being hired in this field upon completion of the year.

These Charter Schools serve exclusively ESE populations. Students' IEP drive their education ranging from potty training to using a bus effectively.
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
