On April 18, 2005 Board Member Monroe Benaim submitted the following questions 

regarding Board Item P1 - RFP for Relocatable Modular Classroom Buildings:

Question 1: When will this order be filled by the vendor?

Response 1:  This recommendation is to allow the District to purchase additional units for FY 2006, which begins on July 1, 2005.  The order will most likely be filled after September 1, 2005, following the 11th Day Count.

Question 2:  Will these units be in place by the time teachers return to their classrooms for the 05/06 school year?  

Response 2:  No.  Other units are being made for the 05/06 School Year.  Our goal is to have those units in place by the time teachers return, however, there are several factors which could impact that including, including but not limited to, weather, material shortages, worker shortages, and permit delays.

Question 3:  If not the entire order, then how many per month are to be delivered and to which schools?

Response 3:  The units will be made in accordance with the District's request following the 11th Day Count.  We will not know which schools will be receiving these particular units until we do our portable allocation after the 11th Day Count.  Schools that will be receiving units over the summer will be notified at the May 10th Administrators and Supervisors (A&S) Meeting.
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
