March 30, 2005

The School Board of Palm Beach County, Florida, met in the Winona Webb Jordan Board Chambers, 3300 Forest Hill Boulevard, West Palm Beach, Florida, on March 30, 2005, at 5:10 p.m.  Board Members present were Chairman Tom Lynch (arrived 5:45 p.m.), Vice Chairman William Graham, Monroe Benaim, Paulette Burdick, Mark Hansen, Sandra Richmond and Debra Robinson.  Also present were Superintendent Art Johnson, Chief Academic Officer Ann Killets, Chief Operating Officer Joe Moore, Chief Counsel to the School Board JulieAnn Rico-Allison and Chief Officer of Administration Gerald Williams.

Motion to Provide Tentative Approval of the Advisory Boundary Committee’s Recommendation to Establish a Temporary Boundary for the New Wellington-Area Elementary School 02-U: On motion of Robinson/Burdick, the Board approved 5/1 with Richmond dissenting tentative approval of the Advisory Boundary Committee’s 

recommendation to establish a temporary boundary for the new Wellington-Area Elementary School 02-U, opening on an interim site at Wellington Landings Middle School in August 2005.

Motion to Provide Final Boundary Approval of the Superintendent’s Recommendation of Boundary Study V-6: On motion of Robinson/Burdick, the Board unanimously approved to provide final approval of the Superintendent’s recommendation of Boundary Study V-6, establishing boundaries for the new West Boynton Beach-Area Elementary School 03-V opening in August 2005.

Motion to Provide Final Approval of the Advisory Boundary Committee’s Recommendation of Boundary Studies PH-1 and HLW-1: On motion of Richmond/Robinson, the Board unanimously approved to provide final approval of the Advisory Boundary Committee’s recommendation of Boundary Studies PH-1 and HLW-1, assigning undeveloped areas to adjacent schools.

For the Record: Mr. Lynch arrived at 5:45 p.m., therefore, a unanimous vote will reflect a vote of 7/0.

Motion to Provide Final Approval of the Superintendent’s Recommendation of Boundary Study NNN-6: A motion by Burdick/Hansen to provide final approval of the Superintendent’s recommendation of Boundary Study NNN-6, establishing boundaries for the new Seminole Ridge High School opening in August 2005 was followed by discussion.

Dr. Johnson explained the reasoning for this boundary recommendation and highlighted the growth in Palm Beach County, choice, concurrency and an OCR challenge as primary factors.

Amended Motion: An amended motion by Richmond/Robinson to include SAC’s 421-D, 421-G, and 421-B to the recommendation was followed by discussion.

Judy Brennan, School Boundaries Manager, summarized the concurrency issue and the “new school effect.”

Dr. Richmond stated that families who have been in established communities should be allowed to attend their community school. 

Amended Motion: The amended motion by Richmond/Robinson to include SAC’s 421-D, 421-G, and 421-B to the recommendation failed 2/5 with Benaim/Richmond voting in favor of the motion and Burdick/Graham/Hansen/Lynch/Robinson voting against the motion.

Amended Motion: An amended motion by Benaim to delete SAC’s 421-A and 106-A and  include 421-B, 421-G and 421-D failed for a lack of a second.

Main Motion: The main motion was approved 5/2 with  Burdick/Graham/Hansen/Lynch/Robinson voting in favor of the motion and Benaim/Richmond voting against the motion.   

The meeting adjourned at 6:35 p.m.
