On Friday, April 15, 2005, Dr. Richmond asked the following question regarding Agenda Item CL2 - 2005 Graduation Agreements with 3 locations:
 

Question:      We have already paid the convention center 34K?  Why didn't we approve it first?
 

Response:     The 34K was paid to cover left over expenses from the 2004 graduation. This money was in the graduation account to be spent for graduation expenses.
 

Question:      I don't see how much FAU costs...how much? 
 

Response:    The total cost for FAU is $94,900. 
 

Question:       Which place is most reasonable?
 

Response:      The Kravis Center is the most reasonable, but does not seat enough people for all of the other schools. The Kravis Center seats 1950, however the box seats are not used for graduation. This area is only used for handicapped seating, which reduces the main seating area to 1465. We can have the smaller graduating classes graduate there because we can provide enough seating for them. We have to move to the larger venues for the larger size graduating classes. When we move to the larger venues, they cost more.
