On Saturday, April 16, 2005, Dr. Robinson asked the following questions regarding Agenda Item AC1 - Partnership Agreement with Junior Achievement:
 

Question:         What grade levels participate in this project, what subject areas?
 

Response:       Junior Achievement provides the opportunity for grades K-12 to choose from a variety of programs based on the school's curriculum needs, student interest, and program availability. Please refer to the attached documentation that outlines the various programs. The subject area concentration depends on the program that is chosen.
 

Question:        Is there different workbook/textbook, for each grade?
 

Response:       There are no District textbooks involved; Junior Achievement provides all the necessary materials (materials are grade specific). 

 

Question:         Are teachers trained on how to integrate this into the coursework in order to reinforce math and reading while providing economic education?
 

Response:        A trained Junior Achievement staff member conducts all the instructional services while the classroom teacher is present. The classroom teacher does not need to be trained on the integration of materials or content.  The school selects the program that "fits" into their existing curriculum. 

 

Question:         Do programs reinforce math and reading while providing economic education?
 

Response:        All programs involve reading and/or math skills. 

 

Question:          Are children informed about investing as well?
 

Response:        Whether the children are informed about investing depends on the program that the school chooses.
