Five-Year Capital Plan Workshop


April 27, 2005

The School Board of Palm Beach County, Florida, met in the Winona Webb Jordan Board Chambers, 3300 Forest Hill Boulevard, West Palm Beach, Florida, on April 27, 2005, at 5:20 p.m.  Board Members present were Chairman Thomas Lynch, Vice Chairman William Graham, Monroe Benaim, Paulette Burdick, Sandra Richmond and Debra Robinson.  Board Member Mark Hansen was unable to attend.  Also present were Superintendent Art Johnson, Chief Operating Officer Joe Moore, Chief Academic Officer Ann Killets, Chief Officer of Administration Gerald Williams and Chief Counsel to the School Board JulieAnn Rico-Allison.

Art Wittman, Demographer, provided Board Members with an Enrollment Projection Overview and entertained questions regarding Discovery Key Elementary and C.O. Taylor/Kirklane Elementary.

Mr. Lynch requested that in the future, information be presented to the Board reflecting the core capacity and additional capacity identified by modulars.

Joe Sanches, Chief Facilities Officer, updated Board Members on the Five-Year Capital Plan and summarized the following topics: Substantial Changes to Last Year’s Plan (Preliminary); Potential New Schools; and Schedule Changes.

Board Members discussed potential partnerships with various agencies to assist in Pahokee and the 

possibility of an operational position vs. three (3) separate principals.

Mr. Sanches entertained questions and provided a brief synopsis regarding Modernizations and Additions.

Mr. Sanches addressed Class Size Reduction and the lack of funding from the State.

Board Members discussed team teaching and Dr. Robinson requested staff research the pros and cons of two (2) teachers in one (1) classroom.
