Question 1:  Is this for 20 students annually or 20 students at a time? 
Question 2:  How long have we had a contract with them? 
Question 3:  What is the relapse rate for students that have completed this program? 

 

Question 1 Response:  Twenty students at a time are able to be served at the residential program.  The school district had a contract with the Kelly Center since 1985 (20 years).  Prior to 2000, services were provided by hospital homebound rather than alternative education.

 

Question 2 Reponse:  No specific data is available for the relapse rate for students from this program, however, outpatient services are provided for 3 to 6 months by Kelly staff with an additional after-care program provided until students reach the age of 18.

 

Question 3 Response:  Kelly reports a 78% success rate as determined by data collected on students after one year after ccompletion.  Criteria used to determine success included:  1) student was not arrested or rearrested, secondly, students are either enrolled in school or employed full- time if over age 18.

 

A total of 59 students in grades 4 to 12 entered the program between August 2004 and May 2005.
