Cooperative Agreement

between

School Board of Palm Beach County
and

Communities in Schools of Palm Beach County, Junior Achievement,

 Palm Beach Community College and the Simon Youth Foundation
This agreement, dated July 1, 2005 through June 30, 2006 is by and between The School Board of Palm Beach County, Florida, hereinafter collectively referred to as the "School Board" along with Communities in Schools, Junior Achievement, Palm Beach Community College and the Simon Youth Foundation, hereinafter referred to as the "Partnership."

Whereas the School Board has authority as provided by Section 1001.42 Florida Statutes to engage in a cooperative relationship with corporations which have been formed for the purpose of providing an educational service to the District; and,

Whereas, the School Board wishes to provide educational programs and vocational training for high school students and believes that the Mall Education Resource Center (MERC) formerly Palm Beach Mall Academy offers such a program, now therefore,

IT IS AGREED:
For and in consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein, the parties agree as follows:

1.
The terms of this agreement shall be for educational services provided from July 1, 2005, through June 30, 2006 at the Mall Education Resource Center.

2.
The Partnership will provide services as follows:


A.
Communities In Schools will provide:

  


1)
Assistance with training and resources through career services




2)
Carryover incentive dollars from school year 2004-2005 that has been and will be made available based on the program site plan. 


B.
Junior Achievement will provide:




1)
Volunteer business resource personnel.


C.
The Palm Beach Community College will provide, on a documented need basis:

1) Instructional personnel for Palm Beach Mall Employees and other adults


in customer service, retailing, and other community college certificate and 


degree programs.


D.
The Simon Youth Foundation:

1)

Lease space of approximately 3,647 square feet with an annual estimated equivalent cost of $65,000 at the Palm Beach Mall which lease is attached hereto as Exhibit A.   The lease permits the operation of the MERC leased premises.


2)
Liaison with Palm Beach Mall Management.


E.
The School Board of Palm Beach County will provide the following:

1)
Instructional, administrative, and custodial personnel.  All parties mutually agree to ensure that the teaching staff provided to the Education Resource Center by the School District remain governed by the terms and conditions set forth in any and all existing collective bargaining agreements between School District and the Classroom Teachers Association or any other elected representative of said employees, as well as any applicable Palm Beach County School Board policies.

2)
Business intern/mentor coordinator in cooperation with Communities In Schools.



3)
Provide textbooks, and materials for public school students, grades 10-12.

4)
Administration of the Mall Education Resource Center.

Each party shall be responsible for its own acts of negligence. The DISTRICT recognizes its liability for tortious acts of its agents, officers, and employees to the extent and limit provided by law in 768.28, Florida Statues, the State of Florida’s partial waiver of sovereign immunity. Provided, however, this provision shall not be construed as a waiver of any right of defense that the DISTRICT may posses and reserves all such rights as against any and all claims that may be brought under this Agreement. 

This Agreement shall become effective as of July 1, 2005, and shall terminate June 30, 2006.  No other representations and promises shall be binding on the parties except those representations and promises contained in this agreement, the Local Management                Agreement dated July 20, 2000 entered into and among Communities In Schools, Inc., Communities in Schools of Palm Beach County, Inc., The School Board of Palm Beach County, and Simon Youth Foundation (with respect to those parties) or in some future writing signed by the parties stating such representations or promises.  This agreement may be modified or amended only by mutual written consent of the parties.

This Agreement may be terminated by one of the parties for any reason, including but not limited to, insufficient educational funding, upon thirty (30) days written notice.  In the event of litigation between the parties to this agreement, venue shall lie in Palm Beach County, Florida.

The Partnership assures the School Board of Palm Beach County, Florida, that it does not discriminate on the basis of race, sex, martial status, national origin, handicap, age, or sexual orientation in the operation of its business or provision of services as provided by law.

This Agreement is non-assignable without the written consent of the non-assigning parties.

[image: image2.jpg]All individuals who are permitted access on school grounds when students are present,
individuals who will have direct contact with children or any student of the School District,
or who will have access to or control of school funds must be fingerprinted and background
checked. Vendor agrees to have all such personnel undergo a background check and
fingerprinting if he/she is an individual who meets any of the above conditions and to
require that all individuals in the organization who meet any of the conditions to submit to a
background check, including fingerprinting by the School District’s Police Department, at
the sole cost of Vendor. If Vendor can demonstrate to the Purchasing Department that it is
not practicable to have the fingerprinting done by the School District’s Police Department,
Vendor will be permitted to have the fingerprinting and clearance done by another
appropriate agency, with the report of the results to be immediately transmitted to the
School District’s Police Department which shall be the sole determiner of clearance. Vendor
shall not begin providing services contemplated by this Agreement until Vendor receives
notice of clearance by the School District. The School Board, nor its members, officers,
employees, or agents, shall not be liable under any legal theory for any kind of claim
whatsoever for the rejection of Vendor (or discontinuation of Vendor’s services) on the basis
of these compliance obligations. Vendor agrees that neither the Vendor, nor any employee,
agent or representative of the Vendor who has been convicted or who is currently under
investigation for a crime delineated in Florida Statutes §435.04 will be employed in the
performance of this contract.
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
