The District Homeless Coordinator works with school administrators, counselors, teachers and other staff to provide training on identifying homeless students (behaviors, appearance, attendance, etc.) and making referrals to get homeless students and their families connected with appropriate social services.  

The Homeless Coordinator works with families to get them into one of five homeless shelters in Palm Beach County.  Once in the shelters, students are given a reading assessment, provided with tutoring by certified teachers, and are referred to the School Based Team.  The Coordinator also works with social service agencies to provide clothing and school supplies for students.   A priority is to keep children in school.

The Coordinator sits on the Palm Beach County Homeless Coalition.  The Homeless Coalition receives money from Housing and Urban Development to provide emergency shelters.  They also collect food and clothing for families and provide funding to homeless shelters.
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
