Special Meeting re: Five-Year Capital Plan


September 14, 2005

The School Board of Palm Beach County, Florida, met in the Winona Webb Jordan Board Chambers, 3300 Forest Hill Boulevard, West Palm Beach, Florida, on September 14, 2005, at 3:40 p.m.  Board Members present were Chairman Thomas Lynch, Vice Chairman William Graham, Monroe Benaim, Paulette Burdick, Mark Hansen, Sandra Richmond and Debra Robinson.  Also present were Superintendent Art Johnson, Chief Operating Officer Joe Moore, Chief Academic Officer Ann Killets, Chief Officer of Administration Gerald Williams and Chief Counsel to the School Board JulieAnn Rico-Allison.

Motion to Adopt the FY2006-FY2010 Five-Year Capital Plan: A motion by Graham/Hansen to approve the FY2006-FY2010 Five-Year Capital Plan was followed by discussion.

Board Members discussed the following topics: establishing priorities for Class Size Reduction; higher stories on school buildings; Riviera Beach High; Atlantic High; H.L. Johnson Elementary; Jupiter Elementary; underestimated growth for FY2006; demographic trends; and seat belts on school buses.

For the Record: Dr. Benaim left at 4:00 p.m., therefore, a unanimous vote will reflect a vote of 6/0.

Mrs. Burdick suggested adding a second story modular building at Jupiter Elementary, which would allow for funds to be used on additional classrooms at H.L. Johnson Elementary. 

Mr. Lynch requested a report to reflect the amount the District is spending on Class Size Reduction and asked that a copy be provided to the Palm Beach County Legislative Delegation to make them aware of the total cost which in unfunded by the State.

Dr. Richmond requested more specific feedback on the overcrowding at H.L. Johnson Elementary.

Main Motion: The main motion was approved 5/1 with Richmond dissenting.

Motion to Approve the Five, Ten and Twenty-Year Tentative Facilities Work Program: On motion of Graham/Robinson, the Board unanimously approved the Five, Ten and Twenty-Year Tentative Facilities Work Program, as required by Florida Statute Section 1013.35.

Motion to Approve the Six-Year Capital Improvement Schedule and the Ten-Year and Twenty-Year Work Plan: On motion of Hansen/Graham, the Board unanimously approved to adopt the Six-Year Capital Improvement Schedule and the Ten-Year and Twenty-Year Work Plan Pursuant to the Concurrency Interlocal Agreement.
