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Workshop re: Senior Staff Salaries

The School Board of Palm Beach County, Florida, met in the Winona Webb Jordan Board Chambers, 3300 Forest Hill Boulevard, West Palm Beach, Florida, on September 14, 2005, at 2:40 p.m. Board Members present were Chairman Thomas Lynch, Vice Chairman William Graham, Monroe Benaim, Paulette Burdick, Mark Hansen, Sandra Richmond and Debra Robinson. Public Comments: Jan Porter

Mr. Graham summarized the issues that were discussed with Ms. Allison regarding contract negotiations and addressed the possibility of including a budget reorganization within the Legal Department with the implementation of a pay-for-performance .    

Board Members discussed the following: decease in the Legal Department budget; adding a super majority vote to Ms. Allison’s contract; salary increase; and adding a multi-year contract.

Board Members were in consensus to reorganize the Legal Department budget using the current budget and stressed that no additional funding be added.

Dr. Johnson announced that he will submit a tandem recommendation for the Chief Academic Officer, Chief Operating Officer and Chief Officer of Administration to reflect any changes made to Ms. Allison’s salary.

Ms. Allison stated that the three main areas she would like to see modified are:
