Please explain the instructional program for the students. The cost appears to be $10,000 per student.  Please justify.

The following information is supplied:

There are 51 students enrolled at the Palm Beach County Jail.  There are significant issues around grouping students for educational purposes, and they are as follows:

· Students enrolled are housed on different floors at the Jail according to gender.

· Female students may only be taught by female teachers

· ESE Female students (even when there is only one student, can only be taught by female teachers)

· Students are housed in 3 separate cell blocks, and at no time, may the cell blocks be mixed.

· 32 ESE students (20 ESE full-time students who are taught in self-contained classes).

Additional staff was moved from Florida Institute for Girls when it closed, to meet the needs of educating the student population at the Jail by meeting the requirement to keep the cell blocks separate and the genders separate.

Selected staff (the Assistant Principal, the paraprofessional and the ESE Teacher) serve both the Detention Center and the Jail, however, the positions appear within the budget spreadsheet for the Jail program, thus inflating the cost per student.
