Request:     Please outline the academic program provided in this program. How do you measure success?

 

Response:  Academic Program in Jail

 

The program offers academic curriculum and instruction through elementary, middle and secondary educational programs that address English/language arts, math, social studies, and science curriculum as needed to address individual students’ needs for student progression or high school graduation.

 

Required diploma options that include, but are not limited to, a standard, special, GED, and GED Exit Option as appropriate.

 

A year-round curriculum (including summer school course offerings that address individual student progression needs) designed to provide students with educational services through a substantial curriculum based on  (a) curricular offerings that provide credit and the opportunity for student progression, (b) the Florida Course Code Directory and Instructional Personnel assignments, (c) the course descriptions of the courses in which students are receiving instruction, and (d) the Florida Sunshine State Standards.

 

Also, individualized instruction and a variety of instructional strategies that are documented in lesson plans and demonstrated in all classroom settings; instruction that is based on IAPs and IEPs and students’ academic levels in reading, writing and mathematics in all content areas being taught; and a variety and balance of targeted and appropriate teaching strategies to accommodate students’ learning styles (e.g., auditory, visual, kinesthetic, tactile).

 

How is student academic success measured?

 

Students are assessed upon entering the program (pre-test) and prior to leaving (post-test) with the SRI and the STAR Math Assessment tools.  Each student is given a vocational assessment, “CHOICES”  (an assessment provided by the FLDOE).

Each student participates in the SSS Diagnostics, FCAT, Common Assessments, and growth is measured using all of these tools.  Select students participate in PSAT.
