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Special Meeting re: Clustering, Flippen and Dagget 


September 28, 2005

The School Board of Palm Beach County, Florida, met in the Winona Webb Jordan Board Chambers, 3300 Forest Hill Boulevard, West Palm Beach, Florida, on September 28, 2005, at 2:15 p.m.  Board Members present were Monroe Benaim, Paulette Burdick, Mark Hansen, Sandra Richmond and Debra Robinson.  Chairman Tom Lynch and Vice Chairman William Graham were unable to attend.  Also present were Superintendent Art Johnson, Chief Operating Officer Joe Moore, Chief Counsel to the School Board JulieAnn Rico-Allison and Chief Academic Officer Ann Killets.

For the Record: Due to the absence of Mr. Graham and Mr. Lynch, a unanimous vote will reflect a vote of 5/0.

Dr. Johnson announced that Agenda Item # IV: Consultant Contract for the International Center for Leadership in Education has been withdrawn and will be brought back at a future meeting.

Dr. Johnson announced that he will be removing FCAT requirements from the Choice/Magnet admission criteria and referred to the META agreement.

M.J. Steele, Director of Early Childhood Education, provided Board Members with a brief synopsis of the Early Childhood Cluster Initiative.

 Motion to Approve an Agreement for the Early Childhood Cluster Initiative: On motion of Robinson/Benaim, the Board unanimously approved an agreement for the Early Childhood Cluster Initiative (Beacon Pre-K with the United Way of Palm Beach County in partnership with Children’s Services Council) in the amount of $4,534,458, effective October 1, 2005 - September 20, 2006.

Motion to Approve a Consultant Contract with the Flippen Group: On motion of Richmond/Hansen, the Board unanimously approved (4/0 with Robinson out of the room) the consultant contracts with the Flippen Group to implement the “Capturing Kids Hearts” initiative in various schools and authorized the Board Chairman and Superintendent to sign all needed documents for this program.
