Board Members Monroe Benaim and William Graham  were unable to attend.  Also present were Superintendent Art Johnson, Chief Officer of Administration Gerald Williams and Chief Counsel JulieAnn Rico-Allison.

Motion to Approve Consent Agenda: On motion of Burdick/Richmond, the Board unanimously approved the following consent agenda:

Agenda Item #2: Award of an Architect Agreement with BRPH Architect-Engineers, Inc. in the amount $437,447 for Boynton Beach High School Academy, Project 2361-8228, and authorize the Superintendent and Board Chairman to sign all required documents.

Motion to Approve Agenda Item #1: A motion by Richmond/Hansen to approve the award of an Architect Agreement with PGAL in the amount of $369,393 for Santaluces High School Academy, Project No. 1611-8228, and authorize the Superintendent and Board Chairman to sign all required documents was followed by discussion.

Board Members discussed career academies; vocational certification; and funding.

Mrs. Burdick requested a white paper regarding choice program offerings.  Dr. Johnson responded that he will provide that to Board Members as soon as possible.

Main Motion: The main motion was unanimously approved.

Motion to Approve Agenda Item #3: On motion of Richmond/Hansen, the Board unanimously approved the award of an Architect Agreement with Harvard Jolly, Inc. in the amount of $873,425 for Royal Palm School Classroom Addition, Project No. 1801-8357 and authorize the Superintendent and Board Chairman to sign all required documents.

Motion to Approve Agenda Item #4: On motion of Burdick/Richmond, the Board unanimously approved the recommendation of award of bid to Hill York Corporation in the amount of $1,077,000 for Royal Palm School Chiller Plant, Project No. 1801-8357.

Motion to Approve Agenda Item #7: A motion by Robinson/Burdick to approve the First Amendment to the Agreement for Purchase, Sale and Exchange between GL Homes of Florida II Corporation and the School Board involving the existing Hagen Road Elementary School site and authorize the Chairman and Superintendent to sign all necessary documents was followed by discussion.

Dr. Richmond requested clarification of the amendment and Mrs. Burdick questioned if the contract can be terminated with thirty days if the District is not satisfied.

Main Motion: The main motion was approved 4/1 with Richmond dissenting.

Motion to Approve Agenda Item #8: On motion of Richmond/Burdick, the Board unanimously approved the encumbrance authorization for the 2004-2005 Classrooms for Kids Project Allocation List and the 2004-2005 CSR Transfer Allocation List and authorize the Superintendent and the School Board Chairman to execute all necessary documents to access State funding.
