Dr. Richmond requested the following information regarding agenda item AC5 - Professional Service Contract from the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services:
Question:   How does the data relate to this program?  Does the program interfere with academic classes?
Response:  The data to be analyzed will be from FACE IT program implementation and utilization in SY 05 and SY 06. FACE IT is one component of a U.S. Department of Education Grant to Reduce Alcohol Abuse.  These funds will be used to comprehensively evaluate the effectiveness of FACE IT according to National Registry of Evidence-based Programs and Practices (NREPP) criteria. 
FACE IT does not interfere with academic classes. The program, which requires parent attendance, is offered at five community high schools from 6:00-8:00 p.m. on Tuesdays, Wednesdays and Thursdays. Students and their parents/caregivers attend one night a week for five to eight weeks, depending upon the reason for referral. One goal of the program is to decrease substance use incidents. FACE IT serves as an Alternative to Suspension Program for students district-wide who have violated Alcohol, Tobacco, and Other Drug Use Possession/Use policies.
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
