SPECIAL PROGRAMS
English for Speakers of Other Languages
All LEP students must be given equal access to the general curriculum as defined by the School District of Palm Beach County Curriculum Guidelines.  The general education standards and benchmarks should be the basis of their curriculum.  They are placed in these courses regardless of their English language proficiency. The individual student’s LEP plan documents the instructional strategies required to ensure the student an equal opportunity to master the general education curriculum.

Alternative Education/Dropout Prevention (DOP) Programs

The academic program for an Alternative Education/DOP student may differ from traditional education programs and schools in scheduling, administrative structure, philosophy, curriculum, or setting. Promotion will be based on mastery of core curricula.  The Middle School Success Plan will be fulfilled through this program (see pages M24-M25).
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
