Request:     What are the details behind the sale, i.e., the motivation to sell?  Are profits not what they should be?  Will there be a cut in their budget?
 

Response:   The Affiliated Computer Services (ACS) decided to sell it's Workforce Services (WS) line of business because it was not part of it's core technology-based business model.  The buyer is ARBOR E&T, LLC, a wholly owned subsidiary of Res-Care, Inc.  ARBOR E&T provides comprehensive workforce services and ResCare provides residential, therapeutic, and educational support services to over 30,000 people in 33 states.  
There will not be a cut in their budget, nor any compromise to the services we currently enjoy through ACS.  The employees currently working for ACS will be employed by ARBOR, and the transition will be seamless.
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
