.Request:     Please explain tech pathways. 

Response:   A Tech Prep pathway is a sequence of academic and career and technical education courses linked together to provide high school students the opportunity to prepare for high wage, high demand careers upon graduation in a certain area of study (i.e. nursing, business, engineering, construction, etc.).  This sequence of combined courses prepares high school students to be college-ready upon graduation, ready for the workforce, or other postsecondary options.  The pathway continues from high school via articulation agreements that have been forged with the local community college and/or other various postsecondary institutions allowing students to gain a head start in their area of study by already having previous knowledge and skills in the career.  This pathway from high school to postsecondary school helps the student save money, time, and allows them to possibly complete a postsecondary degree (or certificate) in a shorter amount of time.
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
