Picower Grant – Advanced Placement (AP), Pre-AP and SpringBoard Professional Development

· The evaluator will provide an evaluation report to include both quantitative and qualitative data looking at implementation, training and outcomes.
· The goals reported on will be as follows:  
· By June 2007, 50% of the lowest achieving students in the Picower initiative will move up a level as measured on either FCAT Math or FCAT Reading scores.
· By June 2007, the number of all students taking AP courses will increase by 20%.

· In 2006-2007, attendance at College Board workshops will increase by 40% over the registered participants in 2005-2006. 

· Increase the number of minority students who take AP courses by 15% by June 2007.

· Increase the number of students who score a 3, 4 or 5 on AP exams by 10% by June 2007.

· The primary data to be collected and used for evaluation are:  profiles of school and district student achievement trends on the FCAT and College Board indicators for middle/ high schools enrollment and achievement (e.g. SAT participation, AP enrollment and achievement, etc.).  All data will be disaggregated by race and socioeconomic status.
