Request:     Please clarify Section 3,  #3 with regards to the performance based funding component. 

Response:  

The State provides funding for adult education (academic or language education) using the data from its performance based database system known as WDIS. Performance is defined as successful completion of a course of study, as determined by an approved test.
 

Family literacy programs are designed for children and their parents. Family literacy programs consist of Parent-and-Child-Together (PACT) time, parenting skills and age-appropriate academic or language education. The Improvement of Education (FIE) grant funds paying for this contract are provided for the operation of family literacy programs. The adult participants (parents) in the Glades Family Education Program are enrolled in adult education courses, entered into the District's TERMS WDIS database and submitted to the State as part of the District's performance based reporting system. The FIE grants do not use performance based data as evidence of meeting the grant objectives.
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
