· Increased student achievement

· Improved instructional practices

· Fewer discipline referrals

CWT is not intended for evaluative purposes.  It is designed to build effective data-gathering strategies and curriculum analysis skills.  Goals of CWT:

· Principal as “lead learner” (Rick Dufor)

· Frequent classroom visits by principal

· Real-Time data to make decisions for School Improvement planning and professional development

· Increased student achievement.
