Dr. Richmond requested the following information regarding agenda item CS1-Approval of Contract Charter for Believers Academy:

Request:     How does the school provide for the least restrictive environment under federal law?
Response:   A charter school does not have to meet the least restrictive requirement under the federal law. Believers Academy has elected to serve the specific needs of ESE students (ages 14-21) who are at risk of dropping out of school as outlined in their Charter Agreement. The District does not place students in charter schools. Parents have the option of school choice when they elect to send their children to Charter Schools. There are several ESE Charter Schools that serve specific exceptionalities. Parents exercise the right of choice when selecting the educational setting where they feel secure and confident that their child's IEP goals and objectives will be met.
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
