Dr. Richmond requested the following information regarding agenda item CC10 Consultant Contract for Katheryn W. Gemberling:
Request:     How about measurement of all ESE students as they progress (or not).

                     Also, a determination of progress a school is making toward inclusion?

Response: 

 Currently, the EDW measures the progress of various student groups, including ESE students, using the following sets of SSS Diagnostic reports.  

· Set 1:  This set contains lists of individual students and information about these students (e.g., FCAT scores, SSS Diagnostic scores, and demographic information, including the specific ESE program in which a student is enrolled).  Schools can choose to see only ESE students or can sort by ESE program. 
· Set 2:  This set provides graphical summary information about the progress of students from the fall to the winter on the SSS Diagnostic.  Schools can choose to see graphs of only their ESE students. 
We know that this information is critical for improving student achievement and we have made great strides in making access to this information user friendly.  However, we also know we need to continually make the EDW more user friendly and more accessible.  In particular, we are exploring presentations that allow side-by-side comparisons of various student groups such as ESE to regular curriculum, LEP to non-LEP, etc.  Timeliness and ease of use remain priorities to enhance and expand use of the EDW for a complete range of professional needs.  In fact, as you can see in the consultant contracts, a key focus of these deliverables is to make them even more timely, understandable, and actionable.

Further, this year we want to develop a reporting environment that lets staffs know about compliance and monitoring in a broad array of district efforts.  Directors have already been asked to identify those parts of their initiatives and efforts that can be monitored through the EDW.    Determining the progress a school is making toward inclusion can certainly be made part of the EDW reporting solutions.
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
