On April 17th, the following request was received from Board Member Paulette Burdick regarding PM1 - Ed Specs for West Boynton Area Elementary School 03-Z:

Request:  Please provide the prior 2 years and 5 year projections demographic data to support this recommendation.

Response:  Attached please find: 1) a table showing projected enrollment with no changes at schools near the location of planned Elementary School 03-Z, and 2) a table detailing the location and status of residential development within the boundaries of the nearby schools.  The Canyon Lakes/Isles/Springs developments are adjacent to the site for planned Elementary School 03-Z.  Recent data shows that 328 of the planned 1560 units are occupied, with 76 elementary students attending public schools.  

These tables, however, do not tell the complete story.  For example, the Class Size Reduction (CSR) FISH for Discovery Key Elementary includes 29 modulars which are being counted as permanent capacity as allowed by the Technical Advisory Group.  The District plans to remove most, if not all, of those modulars so as not to continue to overtaxing the core capacity of that school.  This would reduce the capacity of Discovery Key Elementary from 1,300 down to approximately 780 seats.

On the other hand, Hagan Road Elementary is being modernized and the capacity will be increased to a CSR FISH of 809 and a Program Capacity of 714 students in SY 2008/2009.

After making these adjustments, one can see that in FY 2009 (SY 2008/2009), which is when Elementary School 03-Z is scheduled to open, we will have 641 more students than seats available in that area of West Boynton Beach.  This calculation is shown on the table below the other demographic data for these schools.
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
