4. For several years we have invested in our #1 goal a commitment to ensuring that all students will read by the end of second grade. If a change is to be made, what are the strategies to support K-2 Literacy? 

5. How are reading recovery teachers funded? 

6. The number of Title 1 schools in PBC, FY05, Fy06, FY07.

Response:   
1. The attached spreadsheet indicates the various FY2006 reading coach allocations. This includes the local K-2 Reading Initiative, State K-12 Reading Program, and Phase 1 and 2 of the Reading First Grants. At this time, the projected FY2007 school budgets include all but the local K-2 allocations.
2. The estimated financial impact of the FAU/Science Masters Program is $750,000. Funding for this program is not included in the current budget and a source would have to be identified in the FY2007 District General Fund Operating Budget.
3. The State has not provided grade 3 disaggregated data at this time. As soon as they do, he will make it available to the Board. 
4.  The Department of Elementary Education will continue to support our schools in providing them with quality professional development throughout the year. In addition, the K-12 Comprehensive Reading Plan has reinforced the district’s focus balanced literacy and this will continue to provide teachers with the appropriate instructional strategies to increase student achievement. Our district has made a commitment to our second grade teachers through our district wide Second Grade Book Study. Over the past two years, our second grade teachers have participated in book studies at their schools. We feel that the focused professional development facilitated by the literacy coach and/or designated teacher leader has made a direct impact on the increased student achievement of our third grade students. 
5. Schools currently fund reading recovery teachers through their Title 1 budgets.
