On August 14, 2006, Dr. Robinson requested the following information regarding agenda item AC3 - Memorandum of Understanding with Bloom Associates: 
Question:  Who will correlate the work being done in after-school with the instruction in the classroom? 
 

Response: The After-school Research Project (reading) involves Village Academy.  After-school Programming staff work directly with the school center principal and staff to implement the pilot and to correlate the after-school project with classroom work.  The Department of After-School Programming will also work with the Department of K-12 Literacy Education to correlate the work done in after-school with classroom instruction.  
 

Prior to implementation of this project in FY06, the Department of Safe Schools requested feedback from the Department of Elementary Education and from the former Department of Research, Evaluation, and Accountability on the structure and content of the SFA "After-school" lessons to determine appropriateness. 
   
Question:  Success for All is not being used in any school in PBC, is it? 
 

Response:   Success for All is not being used in any school in PBC.  According to the public documents submitted to the Just Read, FL! Office (Chart C:  Elementary Instructional Materials), Belle Glade Elementary listed the SFA Chapter Books as one of the school's Supplemental Reading Materials.  These Chapter books are not designated as being used with any specific lesson material, but rather as a resource material.  Success for All is the vendor of choice for this USDOE Research Project as it has been developed recently for after-school use specifically.
 

Question:  Are these scripted lessons? 

Response:  The lessons are not specifically scripted; however, there are suggestions for teacher language and strategies to be included in each lesson.  The strategies and structure of this curriculum are aligned to researched based instruction which includes the five components of reading: phonemic awareness, phonics, vocabulary, comprehension, and fluency.  These components are presented within a structured lesson format which includes guidelines for use of specific strategies, vocabulary, and text within each lesson.  Teacher training includes modeling, coaching, and instruction in core strategies so that teachers are able to draw from their professional expertise and program resource materials to implement each lesson.
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
