PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT REGARDING ROOT CAUSES OF RACISM 
1.0 INTRODUCTION 
1.1 This is a Request for Proposal (RFP) for Professional Development Regarding Root Causes of Racism to the School District of Palm Beach County, Florida (the District). The District is requesting proposals that will provide a comprehensive in-house program that creates an environment that works naturally for all participants, conduct training, provide feedback, all training materials and establish the ambience and climate for a support system.

1.2 The District has held 8 professional development sessions over the past 3 years providing how race and institutional racism has impacted student achievement throughout the District. 

1.3 All terms and conditions of this RFP, any addenda, proposer's submissions and negotiated terms, are incor​po​rated into the contract by reference as set forth herein.

1.4 Document files may be examined, during normal working hours, ten days after proposals have been opened.

2.0 INSTRUCTIONS TO PROPOSER

2.1 All proposals must be received no later than 2:00 PM, on June 8, 2005.  If a proposal is transmitted by US Mail or other delivery medium, the proposer(s) will be responsible for its timely delivery to the Department of Purchasing, Suite A-323, 3300 Forest Hill Boulevard, West Palm Beach, Florida 33406-5813.

2.2 Any proposal received after the stated time and date, will not be con​sidered and will be returned unopened to the proposer(s) after the RFP posting period has expired.

2.3 One manually signed original and SIX (6) photocopies of the proposal must be sealed in one package and clearly labeled "REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL FOR PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT REGARDING ROOT CAUSE OF RACISM" on the outside of the package.  The legal name, ad​dress, proposer's contact person, and telephone number must also be clearly annotated on the outside of the package.

2.4 All proposals must be signed by an officer or employee having authority to legally bind the proposer(s).

2.5 Any corrections of unit prices must be initialed.  This includes corrections made using correction fluid (white out) or any other method of correction.   

2.6 Proposer should become familiar with any local conditions which may, in any manner, affect the services required.  The proposer(s) is/are required to carefully examine the RFP terms and to become thorou​ghly familiar with any and all conditions and requirements that may in any manner affect the work to be performed under the con​tract.  No additional allowance will be made due to lack of knowledge of these conditions.

2.7 Proposals not conforming to the instructions provided herein will be sub​ject to disqualifica​tion at the sole option of the District.

2.8 Any proposal may be withdrawn prior to the date and time the proposals are due.  Any proposal not withdrawn will constitute an irrevocable offer, for a period of 90 days, to provide the District with the services specified in the proposal.

2.9 DELIVERY OF RFPS: When hand delivering your RFP, bidders must follow the School District's security access procedures.  The procedures are as follows:

3.0 TIME SCHEDULE

3.1 The District will attempt to use the following time schedule which will result in selection of a proposer(s).

3.2 Notification of any changes to the time schedule will be made to proposers by US certified mail,  e-mail or fax.

3.3 Response to inquiries regarding the status of a proposal must not be made prior to the posting of award recommendation.

4.0 AWARD

4.1 The District reserves the right to accept or reject any or all proposals.

4.2 The District reserves the right to waive any irregularities and technicali​ties and may, at its sole discretion, request a clarification or other information to evaluate any or all proposals.

4.3 The District reserves the right, before awarding the contract, to require proposer(s) to submit evidence of qualifications or any other information the District may deem necessary.

4.4 The District reserves the right, prior to Board approval, to cancel the RFP or portions thereof, without penalty.  

4.5 The District reserves the right to: (1) accept the proposals of any or all of the items it deems, at its sole discretion, to be in the best interest of the District; and (2) the District reserves the right to reject any and/or all items proposed or award to multiple proposers.

4.6 The proposal with the highest number of points will be ranked first; however, nothing herein will prevent the School Board of Palm Beach County, Florida, from making multiple awards and to deem all proposals responsive, and to assign work to any firm deemed responsive. 

4.7 The District reserves the right to further negotiate any proposal, including price, with the highest rated proposer.  If an agreement cannot be reached with the highest rated proposer, the District reserves the right to negotiate and recommend award to the next highest proposer or subsequent proposers until an agreement is reached.

5.0 TERM OF CONTRACT / INVOICING 

5.1 The term of this contract shall be for one year from the date of award. The District reserves the right to extend this contract for services for an additional one (1) year period at the same terms, conditions and specifications. If needed, the contract will be extended 90 days beyond the contract expiration date. The awardee will be notified when the Board has acted upon the recommendation.  All prices shall be firm for the term of this contract.  The awardee agrees to this condition by signing their proposal.

5.2 The first invoice shall be submitted with the shipment of training materials for use in the initial workshops. This invoice shall not exceed 20% of the total cost for this project.

5.3 The second invoice shall be submitted after completion of the first three (3) workshops and shall not exceed 40% of the remaining total cost.

5.4 The third and final invoice for the remaining cost to the District shall be submitted on completion of all workshops, providing a written summary of the evaluations, debriefing the District’s Administrative Director of Staff Development and completion of all other related materials and activities under this contract.

6.0 RFP INQUIRIES

6.1 Any questions concerning conditions and specifications must be submitted in writing and received no later than 5:00 p.m. EST, May 19, 2005.  Questions received in writing by the time and date specified will be answered in writing. Mrs. Kowalczyk is authorized only to direct the attention of prospective proposers to various portions of the RFP so that they may read and interpret such for themselves.  Neither Mrs. Kowalczyk nor any employee of the District is authorized to interpret any portion of this RFP or give information as to the requirements of the RFP in addition to that contained in the written documents.

6.2 If necessary, an addendum will be mailed or delivered to all who are known by the Purchasing Department to have received a complete set of proposal documents.

6.3 Copies of addendum will be made available for inspection at the District's Purchasing Department where proposal documents will be kept on file.

6.4 No addendum will be issued later than three calendar days prior to the date for receipt of proposals except an addendum withdrawing the request for proposals or one which includes postponement of the date for receipt of proposals.

6.5 No verbal or written information which is obtained other than by information in this document or by addendum to this RFP will be binding on the District.

7.0 BENEFICIAL INTEREST AND DISCLOSURE OF OWNERSHIP AFFIDAVIT

7.1 The School District is requesting this affidavit to include a list of every “person” (as defined in Section 1.01(3), Florida Statues to include individuals, children, firms, associates, joint adventures, partnerships, estates, trusts, business trusts, syndicates, fiduciaries, corporations and all other groups and combinations) holding 5% or more of the beneficial interest in the disclosing entity.  The affidavit must be returned to the Purchasing Department with the RFP or within three days of request. See ATTACHMENT F.

8.0 LOBBYING

8.1 PROPOSERS ARE HEREBY ADVISED THAT LOBBYING IS NOT PERMITTED WITH ANY DISTRICT PERSONNEL OR BOARD MEMBERS RELATED TO OR INVOLVED WITH THIS RFP UNTIL THE ADMINISTRATION'S RECOMMENDATION FOR AWARD HAS BEEN POSTED AT THE PURCHASING DEPARTMENT RECEPTION CENTER. ALL ORAL OR WRITTEN INQUIRIES MUST BE DIRECTED THROUGH THE PURCHASING DEPARTMENT.

8.2 LOBBYING IS DEFINED AS ANY ACTION TAKEN BY AN INDIVIDUAL, FIRM, ASSOCIATION, JOINT VENTURE, PARTNERSHIP, SYNDICATE, CORPORATION, AND ALL OTHER GROUPS WHO SEEK TO INFLUENCE THE GOVERNMENTAL DECISION OF A BOARD MEMBER OR DISTRICT PERSONNEL AFTER ADVERTISEMENT AND PRIOR TO THE POSTED RECOMMENDATION ON THE AWARD OF THIS CONTRACT.

8.3 ANY BIDDER WHO IS ADVERSELY AFFECTED BY THE RECOMMENDED AWARD MAY FILE A PROTEST WITHIN THE TIME PRESCRIBED IN SECTION 120.57(3), FLORIDA STATUTES. FAILURE TO POST BOND WITH THE SCHOOL BOARD OR TO ADHERE STRICTLY TO THE REQUIREMENTS OF STATUTES AND STATE BOARD RULES PERTAINING TO PROTESTS WILL RESULT IN SUMMARY DISMISSAL BY THE PURCHASING DEPARTMENT.  ADDITIONALLY, ANY BIDDER WHO IS ADVERSELY AFFECTED BY THE RECOMMEND​ED AWARD MAY ADDRESS THE SCHOOL BOARD AT A REGULARLY SCHEDULED BOARD MEETING.

8.4 ANY PROPOSER OR ANY INDIVIDUALS THAT LOBBY ON BEHALF OF PROPOSER DURING THE TIME SPECIFIED WILL RESULT IN REJECTION / DISQUALIFICATION OF SAID PROPOSAL.

9.0 SCOPE OF SERVICES

9.1 The District is requesting proposals that will provide a comprehensive in-house program that creates an environment that works naturally for all participants, conduct training, provide feedback, all training materials and establish the ambience and climate for an ongoing support system. 

9.2 All training workshops and related materials must be suitable for managerial, teaching and support level staff as well as parents. Each workshop should include educational materials and handouts suitable for future reference and information. The program should include a multi-media approach through a combination of training aides and techniques. The workshop should include a combination of techniques such as lecture, written materials, videos, role-play, interactive discussions, question and answer sessions and any other methods to provide a well-rounded and effective program. 

9.3 The proposed course content should include the following areas:

9.3.1 Awareness Development: This should allow participants to develop an understanding that   diversity refers to all differences found in a wide variety of people, from obvious differences such as race, gender and age, to less obvious differences such as communication styles and personal preferences. To understand that they are one of the diverse workforce members and that the American workforce has changed dramatically over the past 50 years and more significant changes are forthcoming. To develop and value a diverse workforce as it relates to both them as staff / parents as well as the entire organization. To understand that people may behave differently when in one group than when in others.

9.3.2 Skill Development: This should provide participants the ability to identify the kinds of challenges and benefits that result from a diverse workforce. The ability to identify their roles as staff in the effectiveness of a diverse workforce. Identify tools and steps to develop personal strategies for managing diversity, supervising and working productively with diverse groups of people.

9.3.3 Sensitivity Development: This should raise participants level of consciousness and promote sensitivity for diversity and equal opportunity issues in the workplace.  Participants should recognize:

9.3.3.1 Addressing the challenges of diversity not only benefit the operations and them personally but also the overall organization.

9.3.3.2 People’s identities are defined by a combination of their various groups, as well as by individual characteristics.

9.3.3.3 We all over generalize members of a group to some degree.

9.3.3.4 The desire of most people to be understood both as individuals and as members of various groups.

9.4 The proposer shall provide a mechanism to debrief the District’s Administrative Director of Staff Development on professional observations and feedback on the workshops. This should include observations of problems identified during the workshops and suggestions for measuring the effectiveness of the overall course.

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10.0 EVALUATION COMMITTEE MEETINGS 
10.1 As stated in Section 3.1 and Section 13.2 a committee will be convened on June 13, 2005 @ 9 am at the Central Transportation Compound, 3376 Summitt Blvd., West Palm Beach, FL 33406 to review and evaluate responsive proposals, for the purposes of making a decision as to an intended award.  Per F.S. 286.011, this is an open public meeting.  Notification will also be posted for review by interested parties at the School District Purchasing Department, 3300 Forest Hill Boulevard, Suite A-323, West Palm Beach, FL 33406.

11.0 PREPARATION AND SUBMISSION 
11.1 In order to maintain comparability and enhance the review process, it is requested that proposals be organized in the manner specified below.  Include all information in your proposal.  It is required that SIX (6) copies of the proposal be submitted with the original proposal.

11.2 Title Page:  Show the RFP number, subject, name of the proposer, address, telephone number, email address and the date.

11.3 Table of Contents:  Include a clear identification of the material by section and by page number.

11.4 Letter of Transmittal: Give the names of the persons who will be authorized to make representations for the proposer, their titles, addresses and telephone numbers.

11.5 Request for Proposal: Required Response Form (page 1 of RFP) with all required information completed and all signatures as specified.


11.6 Minimum Eligibility Requirements: Must have experience with at least 3 entities in the last 5 years conducting training on this topic.

11.7 Experience and Qualifications of the Firm: State the experience your firm has had in the last five years with expertise in conducting professional development programs and how they have related to student performance as it correlates to systemic racism. Include references from the last five years (a minimum of 3 references), with names of the companies, contact names, phone #’s, email addresses and the scope of each project.

11.8 Qualifications of Staff: Give the names of individuals who will be assigned to this contract, including their resumes and expand on their experience in the area they will be serving. 

11.9 Approach / Methodology: At a minimum, identify the course outline, including an agenda, training video’s, group activities and any additional materials to be included as part of this professional development. 

11.10 Cost of Services: Identify all costs associated with this proposal. The proposal must include all travel and expenses and fee per session per person.

11.11 Minority/Women Business Participation:  Proposers are to indicate the extent and nature of the M/WBE’s scope of work with specificity as it relates to the services described in the RFP.  Proposers shall provide certification with the District, or the State of Florida, Office of Supplier Diversity, or its successors.  Proposers that are District, or State of Florida Office of Supplier Diversity, or it successors certified minority, women, or disadvantage business enterprises, at the time of submittal, will be awarded a maximum of ten points. Maximum points will be awarded for 15% or greater minority participation.  Points will be pro-rated for less than 15% minority participation.  Proposers that do not meet the above requirement may sub-contract minority business participation in accordance with Section 30.0 and receive participation points

11.12 Insurance:  Provide proof of your company's insurance as required in Section 21.0 of this RFP or submit a letter of your intention to have the required insurance within ten days of notification by the District.

12.0 ORAL PRESENTATION 

12.1 Firms who submit proposals in response to this RFP and are selected by the Evaluation Committee may be required to give an oral presentation of their proposal to the Evaluation Committee on June 14, 2005. This will provide an opportunity for firms to highlight their proposals.  This is only a fact-finding and explanation session to assist staff in recommending the successful firm and does not include contract award or negotiations.  The presentation is to be based upon the written proposals received.  The presentations will be held at the Central Transportation Compound, 3376 Summitt Blvd., West Palm Beach, FL 33406.

13.0 PROPOSAL EVALUATION PROCESS:

13.1 RFPs are received and publicly opened.  Only names of respondents are read at this time.

13.2 An Evaluation Committee, consisting of District personnel, will convene, review and discuss all proposals sub​mit​ted.  Purchasing personnel will participate in an advisory capacity only.

13.3 The Evaluation Committee will assign points in the evaluation and recommendation process in accordance with the evaluation criteria listed in Evaluation Criteria, Section 14.0. and rank all proposals accordingly.

13.4 The Evaluation Committee reserves the right to interview any or all proposers and to require a formal presentation with the key people who will administer and be assigned to work on the contract before recommendation of award. This interview is to be based upon the written proposal received.

13.5 The Evaluation Committee or their designees reserves the right to negotiate further terms and conditions, including price with the highest ranked proposer.  If a mutually beneficial agreement with the first ranked proposer or all proposers being considered for award cannot be resolved, the negotiation committee reserves the right to enter into negotiations with the next highest ranked proposer and continue this process until agreement is reached with the number of programs required to meet the needs of the District.

13.6 The results of the evaluation committee is reviewed and approved by the Department Director and the Purchasing Director prior to posting the recommendation.

13.7 The Purchasing Department will prepare and submit an agenda item to the Superintendent of Schools, Palm Beach County, Florida.

13.8 The Superintendent will recommend to the School Board, the award or rejection of any and/or all proposal(s).

13.9 The School Board will award or reject any or all proposal(s).

14.0 EVALUATION CRITERIA


The Evaluation Committee shall rank all proposals received which meet the submittal requirements. The following factors will be considered in ranking the proposals received:


Qualified proposers will be issued purchase orders authorizing a maximum cost of services on an as-needed basis.

15.0 CANCELLATION OF AWARD/TERMINATION 

15.1 In the event any of the provisions of this proposal are violated by the proposer(s), the Superintendent or designee will give written notice to the proposer(s) stating the deficien​cies and unless the deficien​cies are corrected within ten (10) days, recommendation will be made to the District for immediate cancellation.  Upon cancellation hereunder, the District may pursue any and all legal remedies as provided herein and by law.  In the event that it is subsequently determined that a cancellation under this paragraph was incorrect, the termination shall be converted to a termination for convenience pursuant to the next paragraph.

15.2 The District, reserves the right to terminate any contract resulting from this RFP, at any time and for no reason, upon giving 30 days prior written notice to the other party.  If said contract should be terminated for conveni​ence as provided herein, the District will be relieved of all obligations under said contract.  The District will only be required to pay to the proposer(s) that amount of the contract actually per​formed to the date of termination.

15.3 The awardee(s) will have the option to terminate the contract upon written notice to the Director of Purchasing. Such notice must be received at least 90 days prior to the effective date of termination. 

15.4 Cancellation of contract by awardee may result in removal from bidders/proposer list for a period of three years.

16.0 DEFAULT  

16.1 In the event that the awarded proposer(s) should breach this contract the District reserves the right to seek reme​dies in law and/or in equity.

17.0 DEBARMENT

17.1 The Board shall have the authority to debar a person / corporation for cause for consideration or award of future contracts. The debarment shall be for a period commensurate with the seriousness of the causes, generally not to exceed three (3) years. When the offense is willful or blatant, a longer term of debarment may be imposed, up to an indefinite period.

18.0 LEGAL REQUIREMENTS

18.1 It shall be the responsibility of the contractor to be knowledgeable of all federal, state, county and local laws, ordinances, rules and regulations and School Board Policy that in any manner affect the items covered herein which may apply.  Specifically, proposer(s) is to adhere to School Board Policies 3.12 and 3.13, pursuant to the following, with respect to any criminal arrests and convictions, and is on notice thereto that any employees involved in any Chapter 435, Florida Statutes offenses are precluded from continuing to work on the project and must be replaced. Failure to comply may result in the immediate termination of the vendor’s contract at the sole discretion of the School District. Lack of knowl​edge by the proposer(s) will in no way be a cause for relief from responsibili​ty.

18.2 Proposer(s) doing business with the District are prohibited from discriminating against any employee, applicant, or client because of race, creed, color, national origin, religion, sex or age with regard to but not limited to the following: employment practices, rates of pay or other compensation methods, and training selection.

19.0 FEDERAL AND STATE TAX

19.1 The District is exempt from federal and state taxes for tangible personal property.  The Purchasing Department Coordinator will sign an exemption certificate submitted by the successful proposer(s). Proposer(s) doing business with the District will not be exempted from paying sales tax to their suppliers for materials to fulfill contractual obligations with the District, nor will any proposer be author​ized to use the District's Tax Exemption Number in securing such materials.

20.0 CONFLICT OF INTEREST

20.1 All proposers must disclose the name of any officer, director, or agent who is also an employee of the District.  All proposers must disclose the name of any District employee who owns, directly or indirectly, any interest in the proposers' business or any of its branches. 

21.0 INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS  

21.1 Proof of the following insurance will be furnished by the awarded proposers/bidders to the School District of Palm Beach County by Certificate of Insurance. All insurance must be issued by a company or companies approved by the School District.

21.2 Original Certificates of Insurance meeting the specific required provision specified within this contract/agreement shall be forwarded to the Palm Beach County School District's Purchasing Department, ATTN: Mrs. Kowalczyk, Senior Purchasing Agent, and approved prior to the start of any work or the possession of any school property.  Renewal certificates must be forwarded to the same department prior to the policy renewal date.

21.3 Thirty days written notice must be provided to the Palm Beach County School District via certified mail in the event of cancellation.  The notice must be sent to the Purchasing Department.

21.4 The awarded bidders shall provide complete copies of any insurance policy for required coverage within seven days of the date of request by the Purchasing Department but in any respect at least 30 days prior to the commencement of any term.  For all contracts with a bid amount of $500,000 or more the actual INSURANCE POLICY must be included with the Certificate of Insurance.

WORKERS' COMPENSATION: Proposer(s) must comply with FSS 440, Workers’ Compensation and Employees’ Liability Insurance with minimum statutory limits.


B.
COMMERCIAL GENERAL LIABILITY: Awarded proposers/bidders shall procure and maintain, for the life of this contract/agreement, Commercial General Liability Insurance. This policy shall provide coverage for death, bodily injury, personal injury, products and completed operations liability and property damage that could arise directly or indirectly from the performance of this agreement.  It must be an occurrence form policy. THE SCHOOL DISTRICT OF PALM BEACH COUNTY SHALL BE NAMED AS AN ADDI​TIONAL INSURED ON THE CERTIFICATE FOR COMMERCIAL GENERAL LIABILITY INSURANCE.


The minimum limits of coverage shall be $ 1,000,000 per occurrence, Combined, Single Limit for Bodily Injury Liability and Property Damage Liability.


C.
BUSINESS AUTOMOBILE LIABILITY: Awarded proposers/bidders shall procure and maintain, for the life of the contract/agreement, Business Automobile Liability Insurance.  THE SCHOOL DISTRICT OF PALM BEACH COUNTY SHALL BE NAMED AS AN ADDITIONAL INSURED ON THE CERTIFICATE FOR BUSINESS AUTOMOBILE LIABILITY INSURANCE.


The minimum limits of coverage shall be $ 1,000,000 per occurrence, Combined Single Limit for Bodily Injury Liability and Property Damage Liability.  This coverage shall be an "Any Auto " form policy.  The insurance must be an occurrence form policy.

This form must be submitted with all requests for payment.

30.4 Minority Business Enterprise (MBE) indicates a business entity which is owned and operated by a minority.  In this instance, minority or handicapped group members are citizens of the United States or lawfully admitted permanent residents who are African American, Hispanics, Women, Native Americans, Asian-Pacific, Asian-Indian, and eligible others as outlined in Administrative Order 1-18.

33.0 ASSIGNMENT OF CONTRACT AND/OR PAYMENT

If the RFP tabulation with recommended awards is not posted by said date and time, A "Notice of Delay of Posting" will be posted to inform all proposers of the new posting date and time. 

37.2 Any person adversely affected by the decision or intended decision must file a notice of protest, in writing, within 72 hours after the posting. The formal written protest shall state with particularity the facts and law upon which the protest is based.
