Purpose of Request:

Provide cultural opportunities for all interested students in grades two through five afterschool.  Our current orchestral strings program will be expanded by offering Visual Arts, Drama, and Dance.

Description of Program:

Students will have the option of participating in one or two more afterschool cultural activities.  Hour long classes will be available on Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday afternoons for approximately five months culminating with a performance showcasing all of the arts and students.

Objectives:

1. Continue existing strings program

2. Secure outside artists for dance instruction (i.e. Klein Dance, Ballet Florida)

3. Retain school art teacher to provide visual arts

4. Recruit qualified staff members to teach drama

5. Provide transportation home so all students may participate
6. Present a production to showcase talents and achievements of students
7. Improve academic achievement through exposure to arts
