On October 24, 2006, Mrs. Burdick requested the following information: 

REQUEST:    The impact to the capital and operating budget for the schools in years 1-3 by level:  

RESPONSE:  This is only an estimated amount.  We will not know exact amounts until the Program Proposal process for each program has been completed by the individual school(s).

REQUEST:     A matrix of a typical middle school curriculum using three pre-academy programs.

REQUEST:     Research that demonstrates increase of student achievement at the elementary level:

REQUEST:    The research that demonstrates implementing the programs at the elementary level increases student achievement.

RESPONSE:

a.      IB has one documented longitudinal study that tracked students from grade 3 - grade 8.  In the elementary portion of the study, grade 3 reading scores increased 23% over 3 years and grade 3 writing scores increased 39% over three years.  Grade 4 reading scores increased 11% over three years and grade 4 writing scores increased 13 % over three years.  In grade 5, reading scores increased 36% over three years, writing increased 10% and math scores increased 37% over three years.  Information is available for grades 6 - 8 as well.

Palm Beach County Schools:  Morikami Park Elementary an "A"- rated school five years in a row, Westward Elementary has increased from a "D"-rated school in 2000 to a "C"-rated school in 2006.  Previously, Westward was a "B" rated school in 2004 and 2005.

b.      MicroSociety:  One MicroSociety school in Washington state was profiled in ASCD.  In one year, student scores increase 14.3% in Math, and 11.6% in Reading school wide.

Palm Beach County Schools:  Village Academy, a school that has a free/reduced lunch population of 96% and a minority rate of 99%,  has been a "C" rated school since the MicroSociety curriculum has been implemented.  Village Academy students continue to demonstrate learning gains.

c.      Dual Language:  The School District of Palm Beach County has documented research on it's website indicating a 10% increase in Reading scores in grades 3 and 4 for LEP students and an 8% increase in reading scores for non-LEP students.

Gove Elementary:  Gove has been an "A" rated school for five years in a row.  North Grade Elementary is an "A" rated school for 2006 and was an "A" rated school in 2004, 2002, and 2001 and a "B" rated school in 2003 and 2005.  In 2001, the school increased from a "D" rating to an "A".

d.      On www. Nasaa-arts.org, there is a publication document critical evidence of student achievement in Fine Arts programs.  Students that were enrolled in a fine arts education for four or more years have verbal SAT scores that are 49 points higher and math SAT scores that are 20 points higher than those student that have only been enrolled in fine arts education for 1 semester. 

U.B. Kinsey/Palmview Elementary is currently a "B" rated school, a grade they have had in 2004 and 2003.  In 2005, U. B. Kinsey was an "A" rated school.  Palm Beach Public is currently an "A" rated school and also held this grade in 2004 and 2003.  In 2005, the school received a "B" rating.


REQUEST:    How the District will support curriculum development, staff development, textbook selection and evaluation of the program:

RESPONSE:  The vocational-technical/career programs that are being implemented will follow the District's and State's approved course curriculum.  Required staff development will be provided by funds from the Perkins grant, Succeed Florida grants, FIE grant, Matchmaker grants, and SLC grant. Title I schools may also use their Title I funds for staff development.

IB curriculum is developed by the individual schools and the textbooks are supplemented by funds allocated to the schools.  IB, Montessori and Micro-society staff development is required by the National Organization and funds are allocated either through grants, the operational budget or individual school funds.

Evaluations of our programs are completed for Career Academies using the National Standards of Practice.  Research and Evaluation has also done evaluations of our programs.  IB programs are evaluated by the International Baccalaureate Organization after the initial authorization, IB send a team in every five years.
