On December 11th the following questions were received from Board Member Paulette Burdick regarding Board Item - RE-7 Approve Lease Agmnt with PBCC for Space at West Tech:

Question #1:  Please provide a program overview of West Tech.

Response #1:  The programs will include:
        - Alternative Education Intensive/Transition (Grades 3-12)
        - Alternative Education Choice (Grades 6-12)
        - PBCC programs include: construction, cosmetology, diesel and welding

Question #2:    How will the Jessica Lunsford Act affect this agreement?

Response #2:  Palm Beach Community College (PBCC) is aware that their staff and contractors are subject to the requirements of the Jessica Lunsford Act.  The following contact clause was sent to PBCC and will be inserted into the contract.

All College employees and agents who are permitted access on school grounds when the School Board’s students are present must be fingerprinted and background checked.  All of College’s and College’s contractor’s employees, agents, contractors and subcontractors must undergo a background check and fingerprinting if he/she is an individual who meets the above condition including fingerprinting by the School District’s Police Department, at the sole cost of College or College’s contractor.  No employee, agent, contractor or subcontractor of College shall access the school grounds under the Agreement until College receives notice of clearance by the School District.  The School Board, nor its members, officers, employees, or agents, shall not be liable under any legal theory for any kind of claim whatsoever for the rejection of any of College’s or College’s contractor’s respective employees, agents, contractors and subcontractors (or discontinuation of College’s or College’s respective contractor’s employee’s, agent’s, contractor’s and subcontractor’s services) on the basis of these compliance obligations.  College agrees that neither the College or College’s contractors, nor any of their respective employees, agents or representatives who has been convicted or who is currently under investigation for a crime delineated in Florida Statutes §435.04 will have access to school grounds under the Agreement.
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
