Question:       There are no numbers in the financial impact statement.

Response:     For Budgeting purposes preliminary estimates are:

Construction costs to connect each school to the county fiber is $30,000 for 170 schools.

Recurring cost per site for 1GB of Bandwidth (100 times more capacity than MetroEthernet) = $773 per month

Current Bellsouth 100 MB MetroEthernet = $1910 per month

Basic Breakeven is 2.2 years

Calculation:                                      $5,100,000 / ($3,896,400 - $1,576,920 )
