How should we measure success for this program?

 

RESPONSE:
 Palm Beach Marine Institute (PBMI) is a contracted provider for Department of Juvenile Justice Day treatment services.  Students enter into PBMI by:
· A referral from the juvenile court probation officer;

· Court ordered conditional Release from juvenile justice program; or

· Court ordered Level 2 placement.

Due to the services provided, this program is evaluated by various means.  A new educational coordinator and faculty have been hired by AMI to fulfill the Quality Assurance Corrective Action Plan monitored by the School District and Juvenile Justice Education Enhancement Program (JJEEP). 

PBMI provides: 

All educational services, an extended school day, transportation, Case Management Services – (monitor probation/community control agreement), Group and Individual Counseling, Crisis Management, a Behavior Management System, and Limited Vocational Training.

The School District’s Alternative Education Department monitors the educational program, provides guidance services, administrative review, monitors ESE compliance, provides Local Education Authority and ESE contact for meetings, assists PBMI with student entry and exit meetings, assists with Corrective Action Plans for JJEEP review and provides teacher training opportunities.

This year the Alternative Education Department will be offering PBMI in-service training in our scientific researched based reading program, Language!  Within the reading program there are built in formative and summative assessments to track and monitor student progress within the Language! program.  PBMI is also receiving a program called Read for Real, which directly teaches reading comprehension strategies and A+, a computerized reading intervention program to remediate the five components of reading.  A+ also has embedded formative and summative assessments to monitor student progress. Additionally, a classroom library will be developed with a variety of reading levels and interest levels.

PBMI is also monitored by the Juvenile Justice Education Enhancement Program. JJEEP was founded in June1988 through a grant from the Florida Department of Education Florida State University’s School of Criminology and Criminal Justice.  JJEEP’s mission is to ensure that each student assigned to a juvenile justice program in Florida receives a high quality, comprehensive education designed for student success. This process is accomplished by JJEEP’s establishment of quality assurance standards that define the expected quality of educational services, conducting annual quality assurance reviews of educational programs, making recommendations for program improvements, initiating a Corrective Action Process when problems are observed, and providing technical assistance to improve juvenile justice programs.

Success is measured by compliance with Palm Beach County School District standards, JJEEP Quality Assurance Standards, meeting contractual obligations as designed by the contract between SDPBC and PBMI and fiscal compliance with FTE regulations.
