On September 16, 2007, Debra Robinson made the following request regarding item # G2-PrimeTime Champs Afterschool Enrichment Initiative

How many elementary schools do not have Champs afterschool enrichment?  Why not?
Do children enroll in this separate from the SACC afterschool program or is it part of the SACC program?
What do the children do on Friday afterschool?  Are any children ever turned away?

RESPONSE:  

QUESTION
How many elementary schools do not have Champs afterschool enrichment?
Why not?

 

RESPONSE
Of 103 elementary schools, 68 do not offer Champs.  Currently there are 35 elementary schools providing venues for Champs Afterschool Enrichment.  Of these 35, twenty-four (24) are SACC centers and eleven (11) are Beacon or Beacon/SACC Centers. In addition, there are six (6) non-SACC, non-Beacon Community Based Organizations offering the Champs Academic Enrichment Initiative.    All students served by Champs are Palm Beach County students. 

 

The Champs Afterschool Enrichment initiative is not offered at all sites due to limited funding for the initiative.  The Department of Afterschool Programming, in managing the initiative this year, is exploring strategies for expansion of this initiative within and outside the current funding structure.  

 

QUESTION
Do children enroll in this separate from the SACC afterschool program or is it part of the SACC program?

 

RESPONSE
Children do not enroll in the Champs Afterschool Enrichment Initiative separately from the SACC afterschool program. In sites offering Champs, Champs is a part of the site-specific SACC program offerings.


QUESTION
What do the children do on Friday afterschool?

 

RESPONSE
Children participate in site specific programming on Fridays.  These programming options may include recreational, fine arts instruction/exploration, character education, and community-based experiences.


QUESTION
Are any children ever turned away?

 

RESPONSE
In some sites the initiative is not applied to the entire afterschool enrollment.  Children who attend programs with a full site implementation (all students enrolled) are provided the opportunity to participate in Champs. Programs with a limited implementation schedule have specific criteria for student selection appropriate for each site and may not be able to support all students in Champs.  These criteria include scheduling restraints, number of students enrolled, staffing, and/or additional intervention or academic enhancement programs offered in afterschool. 
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
