This year chaperones were issued an orange vest.  Additional chaperones were added to ensure at least 2 per car.  The Tri-County Commuter Rail Authority has added an additional car during the times the students would be traveling to ensure there is adequate accommodations for the number of students being transported so that they would not have to sit with the other passengers.
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
