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Policy for Students with Life Threatening Health Conditions/Situations  

Action Plan for Diabetic Emergencies 
 

 Upon request from the School Nurse, the School Food Service Manager will 
provide up to five shelf stable 100% fruit juice cartons as well as up to five shelf 
stable emergency snacks to be available should a student encounter a life 
threatening diabetic emergency.   

 The School Food Service Department’s administrative office will review and 
maintain a comprehensive Carbohydrate and Fiber List document which will be 
distributed to the Health Care District of Palm Beach County and all school 
nurses for use when assisting families with meal planning who participate in the 
Child Nutrition Programs.    

 School Food Service employees will respond appropriately to all 
complaints/concerns from any student with a life-threatening diabetic 
emergency.  The school nurse or administration will be contacted by the School 
Food Service employees for assistance.
