On February 15, 2005 Board Member, Debra Robinson asked the following question regarding Board Item AC2 - Health Services Cooperative Agreements:
 

Question:  What are the data elements used to determine the success of this endeavor?   
 

Response:   Data elements to be considered are student data including: academic achievement, improved pro-social behaviors, and decreased incidences of violence and alcohol, tobacco and other drug use. 

 

The existence of these agreements addresses the first goal of the Safe Schools/Healthy Students Grant, which is: to form collaborative partnerships between the School District, law enforcement, juvenile justice, community agencies, the community at large, students and families which will strengthen and establish those practices and strategies that ensure that all students learn in a safe, secure and supportive environment. These agreements also help address the second objective of Goal 3: to improve the referral and service delivery process for students who require mental health services by implementing a system of care model for level 2 and 3 children with or “at risk” of mental health problems. 
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
