Efficacy Workshop


December 6, 2004

The School Board of Palm Beach County, Florida, met in the Winona Webb Jordan Board Chambers, 3300 Forest Hill Boulevard, West Palm Beach, Florida, on December 6, 2004, at 3:50 p.m.  Board Members present were Chairman Thomas Lynch, Vice Chairman William Graham, Monroe Benaim, Paulette Burdick, Mark Hansen, Sandra Richmond and Debra Robinson.  Also present were Superintendent Art Johnson, Chief Operating Officer Joe Moore, Chief Academic Officer Ann Killets, Chief Officer of Administration Gerald Williams and Chief Counsel to the School Board JulieAnn Rico-Allison.

Dr. Jeff Howard, President, The Efficacy Institute, Inc., provided Board Members with a presentation on The Efficacy Model and highlighted the following areas: The Mission; Definition; Model of Development; Confidence is Key; Practices Impact Effort and Learning Outcomes; Debilitated and Mobilized Student Effort; and The Self-Directed Improvement System.

Alison Adler, Chief of Safety and Learning Enviornment, introduced her staff and illustrated their functions within the department.

Dr. Adler updated Board Members on the Efficacy Initiative Implementation in Palm Beach County and summarized the following topics: Development of the Model; Support; Mary and Robert Pew Public Education Fund; and The Picower Foundation.

Rose Backhus, Assistant Director of Safe Schools, reviewed Single School Culture for Academies including: Efficacy Beliefs - Underlying Philosophy; Components: Data-Feedback-Strategy Method, Standards in Practice, Assessment Literacy; Efficacy in the Classroom; and Efficacy in the Community.

Board Members discussed the following: clear target; students using data as feedback; what percentage of high school teachers are involved in Efficacy; Efficacy training to alternative education teachers; intramurals; and training process.

Mrs. Burdick thanked the Pew and Picower Foundations for their support of the students of Palm Beach County.
