Motion to Provide Tentative Approval of the Advisory Boundary Committee’s Recommendation of Boundary Study H-1: On motion of Burdick/Richmond, the Board unanimously approved  to provide tentative approval of the Advisory Boundary Committee’s recommendation of Boundary Study H-1, adjusting boundaries for Royal Palm Beach Elementary School and H.L. Johnson Elementary School.

Motion to Provide Tentative Approval of the Advisory Boundary Committee’s Recommendation of Boundary Studies PH-1 and HLW-1: On motion of Burdick/Richmond, the Board unanimously approved to provide tentative approval of the Advisory Boundary Committee’s recommendation of Boundary Studies PH-1 and HLW-1, shifting undeveloped areas into boundaries of adjacent schools.
