Mr. Harris reviewed all current revisions to this policy.

Motion to Approve Policy 5.1815 - Student Suspension: A motion by Hansen/Robinson to approve Policy 5.1815 - Student Suspension was followed by discussion.

Board Members discussed the following: academic penality; statistics on unexcused absences and make-up work; and that language be added to require extra credit be offered to allow the student to earn up to 100% credit.

Dr. Johnson announced that he will invite principals to speak at the next policy meeting to allow them to explain their support of this policy.

Main Motion: The main motion was approved 3/2 with Burdick/Graham/Hansen voting in favor of the motion and Richmond/Robinson voting against the motion.
