PM8 Project Modifications for Congress Middle

Question #1:  Where will the MP&O be relocated to?

Response #1:  Maintenance & Plant Operations (MP&O) will remain on site. Their compound is being shrunk in size to accommodate the new school. Their main building and fueling operation will remain and new parking will be created.

Question #2:  Please provide a list of the holding schools and the plan for utilizing them.

Response #2:  The following holding school plans are tentative and will require several meetings with the schools, SACs, neighbors, other departments and governmental agencies to work out a number of details: 

Barton ES may utilize the old Congress MS

Berkshire ES will be housed at Meadow Park ES
· 
Allamanda ES may use Palm Beach Gardens Area ES (O3-X) at Mirasol
· 
Palm Beach Gardens ES may be housed at Lincoln ES
· 
Rolling Green ES may use the old Atlantic HS
· 
Forest Park ES may be housed at the old Atlantic HS
· 
Plumosa ES may be housed at the old Atlantic HS
Question #3:  Why is this change necessary?

Response #3:  This change is necessary in order to have both the new and the old facilities at Congress MS operate independently.

Question #4:  How will the holding school concept impact the final project for Congress MS?

Response #4:  The new Congress MS will be opened in August of 2006.  The plan is to move Barton ES into the old Congress MS for the 2006-2007 school year.  When Barton ES moves out in June 2007 the old school will be torn down and the remainder of the play fields will be constructed.  The School District is working with the City of Boynton Beach on the joint use of the fields, therefore this plan will need to be coordinated with the City as we develop an interlocal agreement.
