Response:  120 children can be enrolled at one time. With children enrolled and discharged, the number of children served varies. As of December 31 2004, Family HOPE served 308 children.

Response:  Family HOPE received the CMHS-funded System of Care grant in 1999 and started serving children and families in October 2000.
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
