Question:   Please provide an executive summary of the program and children served. 

 

Response:  This Charter was originally a program working with the City of Delray Beach and a local car dealership. The purpose was to work with out-of-school youths and put them back on an academic track.  They take basic classes in order to pass the GED or to possibly return to school at a future date.  

The primary focus of this Charter is to do Vocational Training in automotive services, job readiness, and literary skills.  These students usually do not earn and build enough credits to graduate.
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
