On Monday, April 18, 2005, Dr. Richmond asked the following question regarding Agenda Item CS1 - 3rd Amendment to Charter for Delray Youth Vocational Charter School:
 

Question:     Does this mean an enrollment cap of 300 regular ed students, or are they serving the same population? 
 

Response:    They will be serving the same population as they currently have. They could not add students with the number they were originally approved to serve. They can now serve more students who are referred to them. These are high risk high school students who have dropped out of regular attendance and have few if any credits. They work on GED prep, vocational training and work readiness. This is a partnership with Delray Beach and a local auto dealership.
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
