On May 17, 2005, Dr. Robinson asked the following question regarding agenda item #P1 - Sale of Off-Adoption Surplus Textbooks:
 

Question:     Last time this came up I asked the same question and my memory is that I was told that we would make a way for parents/community to be able to pick up the books for free for a limited time.  How can we do that?
 

Response:   When we contract with a vendor for the sale and pick up of materials directly from the schools, the books are not shipped back to the Instructional Materials Depository.  Those books are sold directly to the vendor.

 

The Instructional Materials Department purposefully does not have the vendor pick up off-adoption books from special centers such as Alternative Education sites.  Off-adoption materials recovered from those sites by Instructional Materials Department staff are available for the public to take free of charge on a first come, first served basis at the School District Support Center at Florida Mango.  Limited space to house the give-away program and to store large quantities of old texts, as well as limited staff time to stock the off-adoption materials, are the major factors in the amount of materials that can be offered to the public through the give-away program. 

 

Schools do have the option of donating some of their off-adoption materials to students, teachers, charter schools, parents or other community groups located in their geographic vicinities before the vendor picks up off-adoption materials.   
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
