On May 17, 2005 Board Member Sandra Richmond submitted the following question regarding Board Item P3 - Additional Estimated Expenditure for FY 05 Transportation Services

Question:
Why can't we transport them?

Response:
Students are transported by contracted providers only when transportation by District school bus is not feasible or cost effective.  Examples are disabled students with IEP requirements such as one-on-one transportation, time-limited transportation or air-conditioned transportation.  Additionally, IEP’s often require curbside pick-up/drop-off at the student’s residence and the residence may not be accessible by school bus.

McKinney-Vento Transportation requires transportation from a temporary home or shelter to the student’s school of origin.  Often no District bus service is available/practical from the temporary home or shelter to the school of origin and contracted service is the most practical option.
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
