Response:   The day-to-day activities will vary based on the Service Learning Project that is developed. Each teacher will work with his/her class to develop a Service Learning Project. This process includes: 
Preparation: Learning activities prior to the service itself - research, field trips, interviewing "experts" 
Action: Examples of Service Learning Project include: tutoring, planting vegetables for a food pantry, writing a town history, reading to the blind; and writing and illustrating story books for Pre-K students.
Refection: Reflecting on service activities - discussion, journaling, expressive artwork
Demonstration: Sharing what was learned - portfolios, Power Point presentations, posters
Recognition: Celebrating accomplishments, letting students know they are valued - media coverage, certificates, school assemblies
