Q:
Please explain how this extended day program differs from the one at Pine Grove elem.  Include the student achievement data for the 
prior 3 years for all schools with an extended day.

A:
The Pine Grove program does not specifically provide for an extended school day.  It provides for up to 175 hours per school year to be 
provided by each of its instructional staff members for parent meetings, collaborative planning, professional training, student tutorials 
and/or home visits. In return, each instructional staff member receives an annual stipend of $7,000.  The MOU with CTA authorizing 
the Pine Grove program has a four-year duration and expires at the end of the 2005-2006 school year. The proposed extended day is 
continuation of an existing policy.
