Five-Year Capital Plan Workshop


May 23, 2005

The School Board of Palm Beach County, Florida, met in the Winona Webb Jordan Board Chambers, 3300 Forest Hill Boulevard, West Palm Beach, Florida, on May 23, 2005, at 5:30 p.m.  Board Members present were Chairman Thomas Lynch, Monroe Benaim, Paulette Burdick, Mark Hansen, Sandra Richmond and Debra Robinson.  Vice Chairman William Graham was unable to attend.  Also present were Superintendent Art Johnson, Chief Operating Officer Joe Moore, Chief Academic Officer Ann Killets, Chief Officer of Administration Gerald Williams and Chief Counsel to the School Board JulieAnn Rico-Allison.

Joe Sanches, Chief Facilities Officer, addressed issues made by public comments and entertained questions from  Board Members regarding C.O. Taylor/Kirklane Elementary.

For the Record: Mr. Lynch can not support any changes to the Five Year Capital Plan.

Mr. Lynch asked staff to evaluate the school and determine if any additional money can be allocated.

Mr. Sanches provided Board Members with information on the Ancillary/Support Facilities Study.

Mr. Lynch questioned if the District has the right to take back land being used by conversion charter schools if needed and Dr. Richmond inquired if charter schools can take over “land banked” property.

Ms. Allison responded that Florida Statutes requires that any unused land shall be provided to charter schools.

Mr. Sanches entertained questions and provided a brief synopsis regarding D.D. Eisenhower Elementary School.

Mrs. Burdick stressed the importance of addressing the life safety issues before modernizing the schools discussed today.

Mr. Sanches updated Board Members on the status of Summit/Jog Elementary School 03-Y and reviewed schools that will be used at hurricane shelters for 2005.

Mrs. Burdick was concerned of the lack of shelters provided in the Royal Palm Beach area.
