Question:
What is the special revenue fund?

Response:
Special Revenue Funds are used to account for the proceeds of specific revenue sources (other than major capital projects) that are legally restricted or committed to expenditures for specific purposes.  The District's Special Revenue Other fund is used to account grants.  Revenue for this fund is primarily from Federal sources and is used to provide specific educational programs administered by the District.  For example, Title 1 and the I.D.E.A. grants are both accounted for within the Special Revenue Other Fund.  The District also utilizes a separate Special Revenue Fund to account for the Food Service Program.
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
